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1. Introduction

A. Project Overview:  Bastrop County is requesting Bids with the intent of awarding a contract for the purchase
of goods and services contained in Appendix A – Scope of Services.

B. RFB Questions:

I. RFB Clarifications:  All questions related to requirements, processes, or scope of work for this RFB should
be submitted in writing to the Purchasing Agent identified in section 2 below. The County is the final
judge of the meaning of any word(s), sentences, paragraphs, or other parts of the solicitation documents. 
Bidders are encouraged to seek clarification, before submitting a Bid, of any portion of the Bid documents 
that appears to be ambiguous, unclear, inconsistent, or otherwise in error. Clarifications will be in writing.

II. Replies: Responses to inquiries which directly affect an interpretation or effect a change to this RFB will
be issued in writing by addendum and will be uploaded to the Bastrop County website
(http://www.co.bastrop.tx.us/page/pur.bids). All such addenda issued by County prior to the submittal
deadline shall be considered part of the RFB. The County shall not be bound by any reply to an inquiry
unless such reply is made by such formal written addendum.

III. Acknowledgement of Addenda: The Bidder must acknowledge all addenda by signing and returning such
document(s) or by initialing appropriate area of the Bid.

C. Notification of Errors or Omissions: Bidders shall promptly notify the County of any omissions, ambiguity,
inconsistency, or error that they may discover upon examination of this RFB. The County shall not be
responsible or liable for any errors and/or misrepresentation that result from the solicitations which are
inadvertently incomplete, ambiguous, inconsistent, or obviously erroneous.

D. Conflict of Interest Questionnaire (Form CIQ): A person or business, and their agents, who seek to contract or
enter into an agreement with the County, are required by Texas Local Government Code, Chapter 176, to file
a conflict-of-interest questionnaire (FORM CIQ) which is found in Appendix C.

E. Certificate of Interested Parties (1295 Form): A person or business, and their agents, who seek to contract or
enter into an agreement with the County, are required by Texas Local Government Code Chapter 2252, Subtitle 
F, Title 10, Section 2252.908, to file a disclosure of interested parties with the Texas Ethics Commission
(https://www.ethics.state.tx.us/whatsnew/elf_info_form1295.htm). A sample form and instruction sheet can
be found in Appendix D.

F. House Bill 89 Verification Form: A person or business, and their agents, who seek to contract or enter into an
agreement with the County, are required by Texas Local Government Code Chapter 2270 Section 1, Subtitle F,
Title 10, Section 2270.001to submit a verification form to the County. This Chapter reads “Prohibition on
Contracts with Companies Boycotting Israel”. This form is found in Appendix E.

G. Texas Senate Bill 13 (Sb 13): Energy Company Boycotts: If contractor is required to make a verification pursuant
to section 2274.002 of the Texas Government Code, contractor verifies that it does not boycott energy
companies and will not boycott energy companies during the term of the contract. If the contractor does not
make that verification, the contractor must indicate in its response and state why the certification is not
required.

H. Texas Senate Bill 19 (Sb 19): Firearm Entities And Trade Associations Discrimination: If contractor is required
to make a verification pursuant to Section 2274.002 of the Texas Government Code, contractor verifies that it
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(1) does not have a practice, policy, guidance, or directive that discriminates against a firearm entity or firearm
trade association and (2) will not discriminate during the term of the contract against a firearm entity or firearm 
trade association. If the contractor does not make that verification, the contractor must so indicate in its
response and state why the verification is not required.

I. 2 CFR 200: In accordance with PART 200 of the UNIFORM ADMINISTRATIVE REQUIREMENTS, COST PRINCIPLES,
AND AUDIT REQUIREMENTS FOR FEDERAL AWARDS, Bastrop County follows the procurement standards in the
Code of Federal Regulations of 2 CFR 200.317 – 2CFR 200.327 and Appendix II to Part 200 for procurement
actions to be funded with Federal funds.

2. Definitions

Bid: The signed and executed submittal of the entirety of Appendix B – Bid.

Bidder: The Bidder and the Bidder’s designated contact signing the first page of the Bid.
County of Bastrop (“County”): The County of Bastrop, Texas.

Project:  The name is identified on the cover sheet and first page of Appendix A – Scope of Services.

Request for Bids (RFB): The entirety of this document, including all Appendices and Addenda. 

Scope of Services: The entirety of Appendix A – Scope of Services. 

3. General Information

Tax Exempt Status: County purchases are exempt from State Sales Tax and Federal Excise Tax. Do not include tax
in the Bid. County will furnish Excise Tax Exemption Certificate upon request.

Public Inspection of Bids: The County strictly adheres to the Texas Public Information Act (Texas Government Code
Chapter 552.001, et seq.) and all other governing statutes, regulations, and laws regarding the disclosure of RFB
information. Bids are not available for public inspection until after the contract award. If the Bidder has notified
the County, in writing, that the Bid contains trade secrets or confidential information, the County will generally
take reasonable steps to prevent disclosure of such information, in accordance with the Public Information Act.
This is a statement of general policy only, and in no event shall the County be liable for disclosure of such
information by the County in response to a request, regardless of the County’s failure to take any such reasonable
steps, even if the County is negligent in failing to do so.

Legal Relations and Responsibilities: Bidder shall maintain adequate records to justify all charges, expenses and
costs incurred in performing the Services for a period of at least Five (5) years following the termination date of
the contract. The County shall have full and complete access to all records, documents and information collected
and/or maintained by Bidder in the course of the administration and performance of the Contract. This information 
shall be made accessible at Bidder’s local place of business in the County’s jurisdiction, for purposes of inspection,
reproduction, and audit without restriction.
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Application: These standard terms and conditions shall apply to all County of Bastrop (hereafter “County” or 
“Owner”) solicitations and procurements, unless specifically accepted in the solicitation specifications. 

Requirements: By submitting a Bid, the bidder agrees to provide the County of Bastrop with the specified goods or 
services described in the solicitation in accordance with these standard terms and conditions, at the agreed upon 
Bid price and in compliance with the stated specifications and any subsequent addendums issued prior to the date 
of the Bid opening. 

Legal Compliance: Bidder must comply with all Federal, State and Local laws, statutes, ordinances, regulations and 
standards in effect at the time of delivery of goods and services and must maintain any and all required licenses 
and certificates required under the same laws, statutes, ordinances, regulations and standards for services and/or 
goods provided in response to this solicitation. Bidder certifies that he/she holds all licenses required by the State 
of Texas for a provider of the goods and/or services described by the Scope of Services herein. 

Right to Refuse Bid: The County reserves the right to refuse any and/or all parts of any and or/all Bids and to waive 
formalities in the best interest of the County. Bastrop County does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, 
national origin, sex, religion, and age or disability status in employment, procurement or provisions of service. 

Estimated Quantities: If the solicitation calls for unit pricing on specific items, the quantities described for each 
item are estimates only and not guaranteed amounts. The actual amount ordered over the contract period may be 
more or less than the estimate. Quantities represent the County’s best estimate, based on past history and 
anticipated purchases. 

Independent Contractor: Bidder agrees that Bidder and Bidder’s employees and agents have no employer-
employee relationship with County. Bidder agrees that if Bidder is selected and awarded a contract, County shall 
not be responsible for the Federal Insurance Contribution Act (FICA) payments, Federal or State unemployment 
taxes, income tax withholding, Workers Compensation Insurance payments, or any other insurance payments, nor 
will County furnish any medical or retirement benefits or any paid vacation or sick leave. 

Assignments: The rights and duties awarded the successful Bidder shall not be assigned to another without the 
written consent of the Bastrop County Purchasing Agent. Such consent shall not relieve the assigner of liability in 
the event of default by the assignee. 

Liens: Bidder shall indemnify and save harmless the County against any and all liens and encumbrances for all labor, 
goods, and services which may be provided to the County by Bidder or Bidder’s vendor(s), and if the County 
requests, a proper release of all liens or satisfactory evidence of freedom from liens shall be delivered to the 
County. 

Gratuities/Bribes: Bidder certifies that no bribes in the form of entertainment, gifts, or otherwise, were offered or 
given by the successful Bidder, or its agent or representative, to any County officer, employee or elected 
representative, with respect to this RFB or any contract with the County, and that if any such bribe is found to have 
been made this shall be grounds for voiding of the contract 

Financial Participation: Bidder certifies that it has not received compensation from the County to participate in 
preparing the specifications or RFB on which the Bid is based and acknowledges that this contract may be 
terminated and/or payment withheld if this certification is inaccurate. 

Responsiveness of Bids: The County desires to receive competitive Bids but will declare any Bids “non-responsive” 
if they fail to meet the significant requirements outlined in this solicitation document. 

Discrepancies and Errors: The lump sum price of a bid that has been opened may not be changed for the purpose 
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of correcting an error in the Bid price. 

Identical Bids: In the event two or more identical Bids are received, and are lowest, responsible, and responsive, 
award will be made as prescribed in the Texas Local Government Code, Chapter 2.62.027(b). 

Withdrawal of Bids: Bidders may withdraw any submitted bids prior to the bid submission deadline. Bidders may 
not withdraw once the bids have been publicly opened, without the approval of the County’s Purchasing Agent. 
Bidders will be allowed to withdraw bids that contain substantial mathematical errors in extension. However, once 
a bid has been withdrawn, it can no longer be considered. 

Disqualification of Bidder: The County may disqualify bidders, and their bids not be considered, for  any of the 
following reasons: Collusion among bidders; bidder’s default  on an existing or previous contract with the County, 
including failure to deliver goods and/or services of the quality and price bid; bidder’s lack of  financial  stability; 
any factor concerning the bidder’s inability to provide the quantity, quality, and timeliness of services or goods 
specified in the solicitation; bidder involved in a current or pending lawsuit with the County; bidder’s attempt to 
influence the outcome of the solicitation through unauthorized contact with County officials outside of those listed 
in the solicitation documents; and bidder’s attempt to offer gifts, gratuities, or bribes to any County employee or 
elected official in connection with a solicitation. 

Waiver of Formalities: County reserves the right to reschedule, extend, or cancel this RFB at any time. County 
reserves the right to reject any or all responses, and to waive formalities or irregularities in connection with this 
RFB and may consider submissions not made in compliance with this request for bids if it elects to do so, to the 
extent permitted by law, although the County will have no obligation for such consideration. The County reserves 
the right to waive any minor irregularities that do not materially affect the scope or pricing of submitted Bids. 

Outstanding Liabilities: Bidders shall not have outstanding, unpaid liabilities owed to the County. Liabilities may 
include, but are not limited to, property taxes, hotel occupancy taxes, and license or permit fees. Bids will be 
considered non-responsive and not given further consideration if submitted by a bidder with such outstanding 
liabilities. 

Offset: The County may, at its option, offset any amounts due and payable under contract award under this 
solicitation against any debt lawfully due the County from a vendor, whether or not the amount due arises pursuant 
to the terms of the contract and whether or not the debt has been reduced to judgment by a court. 

Solicitation Results: The County normally posts solicitation results on-line after bids are received and approved in 
the Commissioner’s Court. The County’s website is www.co.bastrop.tx.us. Results are on the Purchasing Solicitation 
page, in the same place as the original solicitation documents. Posted results are for informational purposes only, 
not a notice of award. 

Control of The Work: Bidder shall furnish all materials and perform work in reasonably close conformity with the 
scope of work referenced in this request for Bid. The bidder must obtain written approval from Bastrop County 
before deviating from the scope of work provided in this request for bids. Failure to promptly notify Bastrop County 
of any errors or concerns with the scope of work will constitute a waiver of all claims for misunderstandings or 
ambiguities that result from the errors, omissions, or discrepancies discovered.   

Cost of Bid: The cost of submitting Bids shall be borne by the Bidder, and the County will not be liable for any costs 
incurred by the Bidder responding to this solicitation. 

4. RFB Withdrawals and/or Amendments

RFB Withdrawal: The County reserves the right to withdraw this RFB for any reason.

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RFB Amendments: The County reserves the right to amend any aspect of this RFB by formal written Addendum 
prior to the bid submittal deadline and will endeavor to notify all potential bidders that have registered with the 
County, but failure to notify shall impose no obligation or liability on the County. All modifications and addendums 
must be in written form prepared by the County department issuing the solicitation. Bidder is responsible for 
incorporating any and all modifications and addendums into their bids. 

5. Bid Submittal Requirements
Submittal Packet – Required Content: Bidder shall submit one (1) signed original Bid. This submittal packet shall be 
submitted in a sealed envelope with all completed, signed documents listed on Appendix B (Page 22). 
Submittal Deadline: The deadline for submittal of Bids is 2:00PM (CST) May 14, 2024. It is the Bidder’s responsibility 
to have the Bid correctly marked and hard copies delivered to the Bastrop County Purchasing Office. No extensions 
will be granted, and no late Bids will be accepted.
Bids Received Late: Bidders are encouraged to submit their Bids as soon as possible. The time and date of receipt 
as recorded in the Bastrop County Purchasing Office shall be the official time of receipt. The County is not 
responsible for late delivery of mail or another carrier. Late Bids will not be considered under any circumstances. 
Alterations or Withdrawals of Bid: Any submitted Bid may be withdrawn, or a revised Bid substituted if a written 
notice is submitted to the Bastrop County Purchasing Office prior to the submittal deadline. Any interlineations, 
alteration, erasure or other amendment made before the submittal deadline, must be signed or initialed by the 
Bidder or the Bidder’s authorized agent, guaranteeing authenticity.  Bids cannot be altered, amended, or 
withdrawn by the Bidder after the submittal deadline.
Bid Format: All Bids must be prepared in single-space type, on standard 8-1/2” x 11” vertically oriented pages, using 
one side of the paper only. Pages shall be numbered at the bottom. Entries shall be typed, or legibly written in ink. 
All Bids shall be mailed, or hand delivered to Bastrop County. Any other format (via telephone, fax, email, etc.) shall 
be rejected by the County.
Validity Period: Once the submittal deadline has passed, any Bid shall constitute an irrevocable Bid to provide the 
commodities and/or services set forth in the Scope of Services at the price(s) shown in the Bid on the terms 
set forth in the Bid, such Bid to be irrevocable until the earlier of the expiration of ninety (90) days from the 
submittal deadline, or until a contract has been awarded by the County.

6. Bid Evaluation and Contract Award
Bid Evaluation and Contract Award Process: An award of a contract to provide the goods or services specified herein 
will be made using competitive sealed bids, in accordance with Chapter 262 of the Texas Local Government Code, 
Chapter 2269 of the Texas Government Code and with the County’s purchasing policy. All bids should be based on 
a lump sum price (Cost to complete all tasks listed within Appendix A to include all necessary bonds and insurance). 
Bastrop County will score all eligible respondents based on their bid price. The contract will be given to the 
lowest/best value/most responsive bidder that complies with all requests for bid items and requirements set forth 
by Bastrop County in this RFB, to include bonds, insurance requirements and Bastrop County may consider: 1) price: 
2) the offeror’s experience and reputation: 3) the quality of the offeror’s goods and/or services: 4) the impact 
on the ability of the Governmental entity to comply with rules relating to historically underutilized businesses: 5) 
the offeror’s safety record: 6) the offeror’s proposed personnel: 7) whether the offeror’s financial 
capability is appropriate to the size and scope of the project. The selected bidder must NOT be debarred 
from any federal and/or state agency and Bastrop County will conduct a review of the bidder’s status on 
SAM.Gov. The Bastrop County Commissioners Court will make the final selection and award. The County has the 
right to reject any and/or
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all Responses. 

Completeness: If the Bid is incomplete or otherwise fails to conform to the requirements of the RFB, County alone 
will determine whether the variance is so significant as to render the bid non-responsive, or whether the variance 
may be cured by the bidder or waived by the County, such that the bid may be considered for award. 

Ambiguity: Any ambiguity in the bid as a result of omission, error, lack of clarity or non- compliance by the bidder 
with specifications, instructions and all conditions shall be construed in the favor of the County. In the event of a 
conflict between these standard RFB requirements and details provided in Appendix A – Scope of Services or 
Appendix B – Bid, the Appendices shall prevail. 

Controlling Document: In the case of a discrepancy between this solicitation and the formal contract, the formal 
contract will prevail and control. 

Firm Prices: Unless otherwise stated in the specifications, Bidder’s prices remain firm for 90 days from the date of 
Bid opening and, upon award, remain in effect for the contract period specified in the solicitation. If formal award 
has not occurred within 90 days of bid opening, the Contractor and the County may mutually agree to extend the 
firm price period. 

Additional Information: County may request any other information necessary to determine bidder’s ability to meet 
the minimum standards required by this RFB. 

Debarment: The selected Bidder must NOT be debarred from any federal and/or state agency and Bastrop County 
will conduct a review of the Bidder’s status on SAM.Gov. The Bastrop County Commissioners Court will make the 
final selection and award. The County has the right to reject any and/or all Responses.

5. Scope of Services:

Bastrop County is requesting a quote for land clearing, tree removal, stump grinding and fence construction
services that may be utilized any place within Bastrop County. Bastrop County Road and Bridge Precincts
occasionally have a need for a third-party contractor to cut and fell dead, dying, infected or nuisance trees along
Bastrop County roadways. The selected contractor shall cut all marked trees to within Three (3) inches of the
ground. Contractor(s) may be asked to grind stumps below the surface of the ground. There will be a separate bid
price for the stump grinding process. The contractor is responsible for the proper disposal of all cut trees, limbs
and any vegetative debris resulting from the cutting and felling of any and all selected trees. The disposal method
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of all cut trees, limbs and any vegetative debris is left up to the contractor and Bastrop County is not responsible 
for any additional cost for the disposal of the debris. The contractor will be responsible for all traffic control in the 
project area. No County roadway may be closed without writen permission of the Precinct Commissioner. Any 
damage to private property that borders the project area where trees are being cut and fell, will be repaired 
and/or replaced by the contractor at no expense to Bastrop County. 

Bastrop County Road and Bridge Precincts will occasionally have a need to expand the existing right-of-way and 
therefore may have a need for land clearing and fence construction. The selected contractor shall provide all of 
the necessary equipment and manpower to clear the land in preparation of the expansion of the Bastrop County 
right-of-way and replace the necessary fencing. Land clearing may consist of the removal of trees, brush, existing 
fencing, briars, refuse, rocks and/or dirt mounds. The selected contractor shall have proper equipment to handle 
any and all of the items needing to be cleared to allow the roadway to be expanded. All debris accumulated from 
the removal of the existing fencing and vegetation (trees and/or brush) are to be disposed of by the awarded 
contractor. Bastrop County anticipates all vegetative debris to be burned onsite and any remaining debris shall be 
properly disposed of by the contractor. Any debris that cannot be burned shall be disposed of in a manner that is 
in accordance with the State of Texas regulations for disposal of debris and refuse.  

The replacement fencing at all locations shall be a five-strand barbed wire fence with treated wooden post, metal 
tee post and H-bracing. The contractor shall follow all recommendations of the NRCS “Barbed Wire – 
Conservation Practice Job Sheet – RI-382(a)” which is attached to this bid document as EXHIBIT A (Pgs. 11 – 19). 
The contractor will be responsible for all traffic control in the project area. No County roadway may be closed 
without writen permission of the Precinct Commissioner. Any damage to private property that borders the 
project area where trees are being cut and fell, will be repaired and/or replaced by the contractor at no expense 
to Bastrop County. 

Bastrop County does not guarantee a specific number of requests for Land Clearing, Tree Removal, Stump 
Grinding and Fence Construction services. When Bastrop County does request the Land Clearing, Tree 
Removal, Stump Grinding and Fence Construction services, the awarded contractor shall provide Bastrop 
County with a written estimate (based on the unit prices provided in the response to this request for bids) for 
the requested project. The contract for the requested services will be utilized on a work order system. After 
the contractor provides a written estimate for the requested project, Bastrop County will issue a purchase 
order for the specific project requested by the Road and Bridge Commissioner and the issued purchase order 
will be considered the Notice to Proceed. The selected contractor SHALL mobilize and start work within Fifteen 
(15) days of receipt of a work order (Purchase Order) issued by Bastrop County. Should the project estimate 
exceed the State of Texas threshold for bonds ($25,000 for payment bonds and $100,000 for performance 
bonds), the awarded contractor SHALL provide all required bonds to Bastrop County before any work begins.  

Any debris left at the requested project site, that must be removed by Bastrop County, will be charged back to 
the awarded contractor in the amount equal to the time (Hourly Rate of the Bastrop County Employee(s) 
and Equipment) required to remove all debris and the cost of disposal that Bastrop County is required to pay 
at a disposal facility, plus a $500.00 liquidated damage fee. All costs associated with the non-removal of debris 
will be withheld from invoices submitted by the awarded contractor.

Conservation Practice Job Sheet   RI-382(a) 

Definition 
A constructed barrier to livestock, wildlife, or 
people. 

Purpose   
This job sheet is provided as a component of a 
resource conservation plan. This practice may 
be applied to contain and control livestock and 
wildlife movement, facilitate a prescribed 
grazing system, protect sensitive areas from 
grazing livestock, and to eliminate access to 
unsafe areas.  

Conditions where Practice Applies 
This practice may be used on any area where a 
fence is needed to control access, movement 
and containment of livestock and wildlife and 
where people safety and movement is of 

concern. Conservation plan maps showing the approximate fence location, complementary conservation 
practices, grazing schedule, other relevant information, and additional specifications may be included. 

Barbed wire fence is not recommended for horses. 

General Criteria and Specifications 
All fence construction shall comply with federal, state, and local fencing codes. Practice Lifespan is 20 years.  

Fence Line Clearing 
Fence lines will be cleared of brush and trees; gullies and steep banks may require grading. Clearing 
along stream banks will be held to a minimum and no vegetation may be removed within the buffer area, 
except as required for stream crossings. 

Fencing materials shall be of a quality and durability that meets the intended management objectives.  
Construction shall be performed in a manner that meets the intended management objective. Wire and 
hardware will be new, galvanized material.  

Line Post 
Maximum spacing between line posts is 16.5 feet. All wooden line posts shall be set at least 30” into the 
ground.  

Suitable line posts   
3½” in diameter wooden posts of black locust, red cedar (mostly heartwood), redwood, and pressure 
treated pine or other wood of equal life and strength. Pressure treatment shall meet the requirements for 
ground contact.

Steel posts must be new, and be painted or galvanized and weigh a minimum of 1.25 pounds per one foot 
of length. Post will be driven 18” in the ground or as specified by manufacturer. Every 50 feet or 4th post 
will be wooden.   

The following steel posts are acceptable for line posts: 
Style 1 – “T” Section 1-3/8” x 1-3/8” x 1/8” thick 
Style 2 – “U” Section 2” x 1-1/4” x 3/32” 
Style 3 – “L” Section 2” x  2” x ¼”  

Lightweight stamped-steel posts are not allowed. 

Brace Posts   
Posts shall be set and maintained in a vertical position. All wooden brace posts are to be 5” minimum 
diameter and set 3 feet into the ground. Horizontal rail brace posts are to be 4” minimum diameter by 8 
feet long and be installed 8”-12” below the top of the vertical brace post.   

Corners and Braces   
Refer to drawings on pages 7 through 9 for fence brace configurations and spacing.   

Single H Braces   
Single H Brace corners and end braces may only be installed at the ends of straight fence spans of 165 
feet or less. 

Double H Braces  
All corners, fence line ends and gate openings require Double H Brace assemblies, except that Single H 
Braces bay be substituted in straight fence spans of 165 feet or less.  

Double H Brace Pull Assemblies  
Double H Brace pull assemblies are required in straight fence spans at a maximum spacing of 660 feet. 
Brace wire shall be high tensile, galvanized steel, or 9 gauge soft wire. 

Adjoining Fences 
A fence adjoining an existing fence must terminate in a brace assembly as required above. 

Corners 
A bend in the fence tighter than 20 degrees is considered a corner and not a “straight” pull brace. (In an 8-
foot long brace section, 20 degrees is approximately 3 feet off the straight line. Refer to drawings). The 
above H brace rules apply to corners considering each wire-pull direction from the corner post. 
Combination single and double H corners are permitted. 

If hand set, all backfilled material shall be thoroughly tamped in 4” layers. Post holes shall be at least 6” 
larger than the diameter or side dimension of the posts. Synthetic posts are to be installed as specified by 
the manufacturer. If concrete backfill is used, the concrete must be pre-mixed, and worked into place up 
to the ground surface. No stress shall be applied to posts set in concrete for at least 24 hours after the 
concrete has set. 

Wire  
All barbed wire shall consist of  class 3 galvanized 4-point barbs spaced not more than 5” apart. Galvanized 
barbed wire shall be fabricated from 12-1/2 gauge class 1 galvanized or better or 15-1/2 gauge class 3
galvanized strand wire and shall meet the requirements of ASTM A121.  HT Class 3 barbed 15 ½ gauge 
wire meeting the requirement of ASTM A121 may also be used.   

Job Sheet – Fence (Barbed Wire) 
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Wire Placement - see table 1 at end of job sheet for placement.
Wires may be equally spaced or spaced according to figure 3. 

Stretching Wire 
Barbed Wire – Should be pulled taut.  In warm weather, a stretch of 100 feet (prior to attaching to posts) 
should sag no more than 4” in the middle and no more than 2” in cold weather. 

Attaching Fencing to Post 
The fencing wire shall be placed on the livestock side of line posts and on the outside of corners and posts 
in bends and braces in bends. 

Each strand of barbed wire shall be attached to each wooden post using 9-gauge galvanized 1½” 
staples, driven diagonally with the grain of the wood and at a slight downward angle (except in dips).  
Staples shall not be driven tight to the post. 

Wire splices shall be crimped or spliced with 8 wraps around the other (“Western Union Splice”). 

The fencing shall be fastened to steel line posts with either 2 turns of 14 gauge galvanized steel wire or 
the post manufacturer’s special wire clips. 

Stays and Battens 
If used, stays may be made of rot-resistant wood, plastic, fiberglass, or heavy galvanized twisted wire.  
Stays should be properly fastened to each fence wire. Stay length shall be sufficient for attachment to all 
fence wires while maintaining correct wire spacing.     

Other Considerations 

Approved alternative fence systems include “Common Sense Fence” or other equivalent fencing systems, 
approved by an NRCS Resource Conservationist (RC), and installed to manufacturer’s 
recommendation as approved by RC. 

Alternative fencing and bracing systems:  Alternative fencing and bracing systems must be pre-approved 
by an NRCS Resource Conservationist (RC), and must be installed according to manufacturer’s 
recommendations as approved by the RC. 

Fences across gullies or streams require special braces and design. Breakaway fences or swinging water 
gaps allow debris and water to flow past the fence line without destroying the adjacent fence.   

Any permanent fencing for grazing livestock should allow flexibility to facilitate implementation of the 
grazing plan and permit land management activities such as nutrient application, pest control, forage 
harvest, and other appropriate practices. 

Follow all manufacturers’ safety precautions for handling and installing fencing materials.   

Locate fences to facilitate maintenance. Where applicable, clear right of ways should be established and 
maintained to facilitate fence construction and maintenance. 

When possible, install fences across slopes to improve grazing distribution, rainfall infiltration, and 
reduce soil erosion. 

Job Sheet – Fence (Barbed Wire) 
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Locate fences to facilitate livestock management, handling, watering, and feeding. 

Consider placing permanent riparian stream fencing at the edge of the protected buffer or at least 2 times 
the active channel width from the top of the stream bank but never less than 10 feet. It is recommended 
that the stream fence have a maintenance gate installed.

Types of anchor-and brace assemblies and where to locate them:  (a) For fence lengths of 10 rods (165

C. Resolution of Program Non-compliance and Disallowed Costs: In the event of any dispute, claim, question, or
disagreement arising from or relating to this agreement, or the breach thereof, including determination of
responsibility for any costs disallowed as a result of non-compliance with federal, state or local requirements,
the parties hereto shall use their best efforts to settle the dispute, claim, question or disagreement. To this
effect, the parties shall consult and negotiate with each other in good faith within 30 days of receipt of a written 
notice of the dispute or invitation to negotiate and attempt to reach a just and equitable solution satisfactory
to both parties.

Each tier certifies to the tier above that it will
not and has not used Federal appropriated funds to pay any person or organization for influencing or attempting
to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a member of Congress. officer or employee of Congress, or
an employee of a member of Congress in connection with obtaining any Federal contract, grant or any other
award covered by 31 U.S.C. 1352. Each tier must also disclose any lobbying with non-Federal funds that takes
place in connection with obtaining any Federal award. Such disclosures are forwarded from tier to tier up to the
non-Federal award.

H. Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act (40 U.S.C. 3701-3708): Where applicable, all contracts awarded
by the non-Federal entity in excess of $100,000 that involve the employment of mechanics or laborers must
include a provision for compliance with 40 U.S.C. 3702 and 3704, as supplemented by Department of Labor
regulations (29 CFR Part 5) . Under 40 U.S.C. 3702 of the Act, each contractor must be required to compute the
wages of every mechanic and laborer on the basis of a standard work week of 40 hours. Work in excess of the
standard work week is permissible provided that the worker is compensated at a rate of not less than one and
a half times the basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of 40 hours in the work week.

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I. Clean Air Act (42 U.S.C. 7401-7671q.) and the Federal Water Pollution Control Act (33 U.S.C. 1251-1387):
Contracts and subgrants of amounts in excess of $150,000 must contain a provision that requires the non-
Federal award to agree to comply with all applicable standards, orders or regulations issued pursuant to the
Clean Air Act (42 U.S.C. 7401-7671q) and the Federal Water Pollution Control Act as amended (33 U.S.C 1251-
1387). Violations must be reported to the Federal awarding agency and the Regional Office of the Environmental 
Protection Agency (EPA).

J. Affirmative Action/EOE: Bastrop County is an Affirmative Action/Equal Opportunity Employer and strives to
attain goals for of the Housing and Urban Development Act of 1968 (12U.S.C. 1701u) as amended. See Appendix
F - Bastrop County Section 3 Resolution. During the performance of an awarded contract, the contractor agrees
as follows:

1. The contractor will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race,
color, religion, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity, or national origin. The contractor will take
affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed, and that employees are treated during
employment without regard to their race, color, religion, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity, or
national origin. Such action shall include, but not be limited to the following: Employment, upgrading,
demotion, or transfer; recruitment or recruitment advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other
forms of compensation; and selection for training, including apprenticeship. The contractor agrees to post 
in conspicuous places. Available to employees and applicants for employment, notices to be provided
setting forth the provisions of this nondiscrimination clause.

2. The contractor will, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or on behalf of the
contractor, state that all qualified applicants will receive considerations for employment without regard
to race, color, religion, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity, or national origin.

3. The Contractor will not discourage or in any other manner discriminate against any employee or applicant
for employment because such employee or applicant has inquired about, discussed, or disclosed the
compensation of the employee or applicant or another employee or applicant. This Provision shall not
apply  to  instances  in which  an employee who  has access  to the compensation  information of  other
employees  or  applicants  as  a  part  of  such employee's essential job functions discloses the
compensation of such other employees or applicants to individuals who do not otherwise have access to
such information, unless such disclosure is in response to a forma l complaint or charge, in furtherance of
an investigation, proceeding, hearing, or action, including an investigation conducted by the employer, or
is consistent w1th the contractor's legal duty to furnish information.

4. The contractor will send to each labor union or representative of workers with which he has a collective
bargaining agreement or other contract or understanding, a notice to be provided advising the said labor
union or workers' representatives of the contractor's commitments under this section and shall post
copies of the notice in conspicuous places available to employees and applicants for employment.

5. The contractor will comply with all provisions of Executive Order 11246 of September 24, 1965, and of the
rules, regulations, and relevant orders of the Secretary of Labor.

6. The contractor will furnish all information and reports required by Executive Order 11246 of September
24, 1965, and by rules, regulations, and orders of the Secretary of Labor, or pursuant thereto, and will
permit access to his books, records, and accounts by the administering agency and the Secretary of Labor
for purposes of investigation to ascertain compliance w1th such rules, regulations and orders.

7. In the event of the contractor's noncompliance with the nondiscrimination clauses of this contract or with
any of the said rules, regulations, or orders, this contract may be canceled , terminated, or suspended in
whole or in part and the contractor may be declared ineligible for further Government contracts or
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federally assisted construction contracts in accordance with procedures authorized in Executive Order 
11246 of September 24, 1965, and such other sanctions may be 1mposed and remedies invoked as 
provided in Executive Order 11246 of September 24, 1965, or by rule, regulation, or order of the Secretary 
of Labor, or as otherwise provided by law. 

8. The contractor will include the portion of the sentence Immediately preceding paragraph (1) and the
provisions of paragraphs (1) through (7) in every subcontract or purchase order unless exempted by rules,
regulations, or orders of the Secretary of Labor issued pursuant to section 204 of Executive Order 11246
of September 24, 1965, so that such provisions will be binding upon each subcontractor or vendor. The
contractor will take such action with respect to any subcontract or purchase order as the administering
agency may direct as a means of enforcing such provisions, including sanctions for noncompliance:
Provided, however. That in the event a contractor becomes involved in. or is threatened with litigation
with a subcontractor or vendor as a result of such direction by the administering agency the contractor
may request the United States to enter into such litigation to protect the interests of the United States.

9. The applicant further agrees that it will be bound by the above equal opportunity clause with respect to
its own employment practices when it participates in federally assisted construction work: Provided, That
if the applicant so participating is a State or local government, the above equal opportunity clause is not
applicable to any agency, instrumentality or subdivision of such government wh1ch does not participate
in work on or under the contract.

10. The applicant agrees that it will assist and cooperate actively with the administering agency and the
Secretary of Labor in obtaining the compliance of contractors and subcontractors with the equal
opportunity clause and the rules, regulations. and relevant orders of the Secretary of Labor, that it will
furnish the administering agency and the Secretary of Labor such information as they may require for the
supervision of such compliance, and that it will otherwise assist the administering agency in the discharge
of the agency's primary  responsibility  for securing compliance.

11. The applicant further agrees that it will refra1n from entering into any contract or contract modification
subject to Executive Order 11246 of September 24 , 1965, with a contractor debarred from, or who has
not demonstrated eligibility for, Government contracts and federally assisted construction contracts
pursuant to the Executive order and will carry out such sanctions and penalties for violation of the equal
opportunity clause as may be imposed upon contractors and subcontractors by the administering agency
or the Secretary of Labor pursuant to Part II, Subpart D of the Executive order . In addition, the applicant
agrees that if it fails or refuses to comply with these undertakings. the administering agency may take any
or all of the following actions: Cancel, terminate, or suspend in whole or in part this grant (contract, loan.

K. Payment Terms: Unless otherwise specified in the Scope of Services or otherwise agreed to in writing by Bastrop
County, payment terms for the County are Net 30 days upon receipt of invoice after receipt of goods or services.
A 5% retainage will be held from each invoice until the completion of the project. Pay applications must be
submitted to the requesting Bastrop County Precinct Commissioner for approval and processing for payment.
Bastrop County will pay based on percentage of completion at the time of pay application submission, pending
verification from the Bastrop County Precinct Commissioner.  Final approval will be based on an inspection of
the project for verification of compliance with all aspects of the scope of work listed within Appendix A of this
RFB. The work performed in accordance with this contract shall be paid for using unit pricing submitted in
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response to this request for bids. This price is full compensation for all tasks listed in the bid submitted by the 
vendor and must include all necessary fees, charges and bonds needed to complete this work. Bastrop County 
will NOT pay any fees to the vendor other than the agreed upon unit prices. 

L. Liquidated Damages: Should the CONTRACTOR fail to complete the requirements set forth in the scope of work,
Bastrop County will suffer damage. The amount of damage suffered by Bastrop County is difficult, if not
impossible, to determine at this time. Therefore, the CONTRACTOR shall pay Bastrop County, as liquidated
damages, the following:

• The CONTRACTOR shall pay Bastrop County, liquidated damages, $1500 per incident where the
CONTRACTOR fails to repair damages to private or public property that are caused by the
CONTRACTOR and/or sub-contractor(s). Application of liquidated damages does not release the
CONTRACTOR from the responsibility of resolving or repairing the damages.

• The amount specified above is mutually agreed upon as reasonable and the proper amount of
liquidated damages Bastrop County would suffer in the aforementioned examples.

M. Warranty of Products and Services: All products/services furnished under this contract shall be warranted to be
merchantable and good quality and fit for the purposes intended as described in this bid, to the satisfaction of
County and in accordance with the specifications, terms, and conditions of the scope of work (Appendix A), and
all services performed shall be warranted to be of a good and workmanlike quality, in addition to, and not in
lieu of, any other express written warranties provided.

N. Payment and Performance Bonds: Payment and Performance bonds shall be required and issued for this
contract should the total estimated price, for each requested service, reach the State of Texas threshold for
public works projects. The contractor agrees that before any work begins, a Payment Bond will be executed and
delivered to Bastrop County in the amount of one hundred percent (100%) of the estimated project total, should
the contract total meet and/or exceed twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000). A Performance bond in the
amount of one hundred percent (100%) of the estimated project total should also be executed and delivered to
Bastrop County, before any work shall begin, should the estimated project total meet and/or exceed one
hundred thousand dollars ($100,000). The Performance and Payment Bond must be maintained throughout the
project execution period. At the completion of all work, the Payment and Performance Bond shall be released.
The cost of all bonds must be included in the bid price. Payment for services will not be made until receipt of all
required bonds has been made to Bastrop County.

O. Funding: State of Texas statutes prohibit the obligation and expenditure of public funds beyond the fiscal year
for which a budget has been approved. Orders or other obligations that may arise beyond the end of the current
fiscal year shall be subject to approval of budget funds.

P. Taxes: The County is exempt from all federal excise taxes and all state and local sales and use taxes. If such taxes
are listed on a Bidder’s invoice, they will not be paid.

Q. Insurance: The Bidder, consistent with its status as an independent contractor, shall carry, and shall require any
of its subcontractors to carry, at least the following insurance in such form, with such companies, and in such
amounts (unless otherwise specified) as County may require:

1. Worker’s Compensation and Employer’s Liability insurance, including All States Endorsement, to the
extent required by federal law and complying with the laws of the State of Texas.

2. Commercial General Liability insurance, including Blanket Contractual Liability, Broad Form Property
Damage, Personal Injury, Completed Operations/Products Liability, Premises Liability, Medical
Payments, Interest of Employees as additional insureds, and Broad Form General Liability Endorsements,
for at least One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) Combined Single Limit Bodily Injury and Property Damage on
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an occurrence basis. 

3. Comprehensive Automobile Liability insurance covering all owned, non-owned or hired automobiles to
be used by the Contractor, with coverage for at least One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) Combined Single
Limit Bodily Injury and Property Damage.

Contractor shall submit proof to Bastrop County that said contractor has the ability to meet all insurance 
requirements listed above. 

S. Indemnification: Bidder agrees to defend, indemnify and hold harmless the County of Bastrop, all of its
officers, agents, employees, appointees and volunteers from and against all claims, actions, suits, demands,
proceedings, costs, damages and liabilities, including reasonable attorneys’ fees, court costs, related
expenses for personal injury (including death), property damage or other harm for which recovery of damages 
is sought, suffered by any person or persons, that may arise out of or  be  occasioned  by Bidder’s breach of
any of the terms or provisions  of  any contract awarded as a result of this solicitation, or by any negligent or
strictly liable act or omission of the Bidder, its officers, agents, employees, or subcontractors, in the
performance of an awarded contract; except that the indemnity provided  for in this paragraph shall not apply
to any liability resulting from the sole negligence or fault of  the County, its officers, agents or employees, and
in  the  event  of  joint  and concurrent negligence or fault of the Bidder and County, responsibility and
indemnity, if any, shall be apportioned comparatively in accordance with the laws of the State of Texas,
without waiving any governmental  immunity  available to the County under Texas law and without waiving
any defenses of the parties under Texas law. The provisions of this paragraph are solely for the benefit of the
parties hereto and are not intended to create or grant any rights, contractual or otherwise, to any other person 
or entity.

(2) the date the vendor becomes aware:
(A) of an employment or other business relationship with a local government officer, or a
family member of the officer, described by Subsection (a);
(B) that the vendor has given one or more gifts described by Subsection (a); or
(C) of a family relationship with a local government officer.



Implementation of House Bill 1295 
Certificate of Interested Parties (Form 1295): 
In 2015, the Texas Legislature adopted House Bill 1295, which added section 2252.908 of the Government Code. The law 
states that a governmental entity or state agency may not enter into certain contracts with a business entity unless the 
business entity submits a disclosure of interested parties to the governmental entity or state agency at the time the 
business entity submits the signed contract to the governmental entity or state agency. 
The law applies (with a few exceptions) only to a contract between a business entity and a governmental entity or state 
agency that either (1) requires an action or vote by the governing body of the entity or agency before the contract may 
be signed or (2) has a value of at least $1 million. The disclosure requirement applies to a contract entered into on or 
after January 1, 2016. 
Changed or Amended Contracts: 
Form 1295 is only required for a change made to an existing contract in certain circumstances: (1) if a Form 1295 was 
not filed for the existing contract, then a filing is only required if the changed contract either requires an action or vote 
by the governing body or the value of the changed contract is at least $1 million; or (2) if a Form 1295 was filed for the 
existing contract, then another filing is only required for the changed contract if there is a change to the information 
disclosed in the Form 1295, the changed contract requires an action or vote by the governing body, or the value of the 
changed contract increases by at least $1 million. 
As required by law, the Commission adopted the Certificate of Interested Parties form (Form 1295) on October 5, 2015. 
The Commission also adopted rules (Chapter 46) to implement the law. The Commission does not have any additional 
authority to enforce or interpret section 2252.908 of the Government Code. 
Filing Process: 
A business entity must use the Form 1295 filing application the Commission created to enter the required information 
on Form 1295 and print a copy of the completed form. Once entered into the filing application, the completed form will 
include a unique certification number, called a “certification of filing.” 
An authorized agent of the business entity must sign the printed copy of the form affirming under the penalty of perjury 
that the completed form is true and correct. 
The completed, printed, and signed Form 1295 bearing the unique certification of filing number must be filed with the 
governmental body or state agency with which the business entity is entering into the contract. 
Acknowledgement by State Agency or Governmental Entity: 
The governmental entity or state agency must acknowledge receipt of the filed Form 1295 with the certification of filing, 
using the Commission’s filing application, not later than the 30th day after the date the governing body or state agency 
receives the Form 1295. The Commission will post the completed Form 1295 to its website within seven business days 
after the governmental entity or state agency acknowledges receipt of the form. 

Changes to Form 1295 
Changes to the law requiring certain businesses to file a Form 1295 are in effect for contracts entered into or amended 
on or after January 1, 2018. The changes exempt businesses from filing a Form 1295 for certain types of contracts and 
replace the need for a completed Form 1295 to be notarized. Instead, the person filing a 1295 needs to complete an 
“unsworn declaration.”  

What type of contracts are exempt from the Form 1295 filing requirement under the amended law? 
The amended law adds to the list of types of contract exempt from the Form 1295 filing requirement. A completed 
Form 1295 is not required for:  

 A sponsored research contract of an institution of higher education;

 An interagency contract of a state agency or an institution of higher education;

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 A contract related to health and human services if: o the value of the contract cannot be determined at the time 
the contract is executed; and o any qualified vendor is eligible for the contract;  

 A contract with a publicly traded business entity, including a wholly owned subsidiary of the business entity;*

 Why do I need to include my date of birth and address when I sign Form 1295? Was this always the case? 
 In 2017, the legislature amended the law to require Form 1295 to include an “unsworn declaration” which includes, 
among other things, the date of birth and address of the authorized representative signing the form. The change in the 
law applies to contracts entered into, renewed, or amended on or after January 1, 2018. The unsworn declaration, 
including the date of birth and address of the signatory, replaces the notary requirement that applied to contracts 
entered into before January 1, 2018.  
 
Will my date of birth and address appear on the TEC’s website when I file the form?  
No. The TEC filing application does not capture the date of birth or street address of the signatory and it will not appear 
on forms that are filed using the TEC filing application. Although the TEC does not capture the date of birth and street 
address of the signatory, the contracting state agency or governmental agency will have a physical copy of the form that 
includes the date of birth and address of the signatory. The TEC cannot answer whether the contracting state agency or 
governmental agency may release such information. Questions regarding the Texas Public Information Act may be 
directed to the Office of the Attorney General. See also Paxton v. City of Dall., No. 03-13-00546-CV, 2015 Tex. App. LEXIS
